 This has been one of the coldest winters in a long time. Homelessness has 

grown weekly due to ongoing shortages of housing and shelter beds.   The city 

of  Toronto tells us in 2024 3 homeless people died on the streets per week,  

143 by the end of December.  When anyone dies without shelter it’s a tragedy       

especially when their living here in Canada.  

In 2024, the average mortality rate for women living on the streets was 48,  52 

for men.  Most homeless deaths occur from December to February, the cold-

est months. More have died of the cold than anything else.  Souls for Christ 

Ministries strives to help the needy especially during the coldest months     

because we know all lives matter to God! 

Friends, we are grateful for all your support throughout the past year.  We 

could not do it alone.  When we think about how difficult our lives are,        

imagine being homeless for just one day.
